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Who are the Yemeni Sunni?
Although the peoples of Yemen date back to ancient times, they did
not become the modern nation known today until 1990 when the
north and the south united forming the Republic of Yemen. However,
the country has seen little peace and prosperity in its young life and
has bbeen in a state of unrest and civil war since 2011 The civil war has
been a power struggle between the various trival groups and has
grown to be a proxy war for regional superpowers, with Iran backing
the Houthi rebels and Saudi Arabia supporting the Hadis. These
outside forces have intensified the devastation of the conflict.

Sunni Muslims make up 85% of the 30.4 milion Yemeni people and are
found mostly in the south and the southeast. The majority of the
Sunnis adhere to the Shafii school of Islamic thought, one of the four
major traditional schools of Islamic law. However, around 15% of the
Sunni are Sufi, a mystical practice of Islam, differing from mainiine
Sunni.
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The UN has stated that the situation in Yemen is the world's worst
hurmanitarian crisis. The conflict has caused 235000 deaths and
131,00 have been from lack of food and medical care. The war
made imports, the primary source of food for Yemenis, virtually
impossible. Twenty milion people are in need of humanitarian aid,

5 milion are on the brink of starvation, and 2.3
milion children are suffering from malnutrition.
50% of the country does not have clean water
and there have been devastating outbreaks of
cholera and Covid

Due to the continuing civil war, access into the mainland is not yet

feasible, so now is the time to pray and prepare for the time when
| the Lord will open doors.
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L While we are waiting for doors to be open on the mainland, there
& are many opportunities to minister to Yemeni refugees in neighboring
' countries such as Cairo, Somaliland, Dijicouti, or Saudi Arabia. In Cairo,
there are over a milion Yemani refugees and team leaders have
expressed there is a great spiritual hunger and a need for a team to
minister directly with Yemenis.

There is much need for relief and humanitarian work
as wel as trauma care. Those with experience
working with poverty-stricken and traumatized
people would be a great asset, as would older
individuals, whose years give them a pearl of
culturally respected wisdom.
